POLICE:
Interim ChiefSpademan:

-Additional patrolling of the park due to increased mischief
-Not enough police to cover the Johnny Appleseed Festival. We are reviewing our options

PARK:
-Food box needs donations and the door needs repair

CM Harwood advised Wooster Community Kitchen spearheaded the food box so he sent them a message
about it.

STREETS AND MAINTENANCE:
-Hydrant flushing is complete. They were better than before and took less time to complete

-General contractor will pull the fire hydrant at Waynedale School after the mayor has consulted with the

fire department chief, Waynedale maintenance, Advanced Water superintendent, and Apple Creek street

department. Pictures of hydrant provided. The hydrant is 4' underground at this time.

-All properties that were sent letters have mowed
-Cleaning some over hangs from right aways
-Street approaches along 250 cleaned and scraped to be painted
-Cleaned up downed limb on Carson

WATER & SEWER:
-The contractor is requesting an extension from OPWC on time for clarifier project
-Found another vendor for our peerless (water) pumps
-At the request of the homeowner, water was shut off at 247 Eyman (fyi, it is back on at the owner's
request)

-Home water sample bottles given to 12 home owners-yearly request by the EPA. We need 10 samples

-Buckeye Power performed major service to generators as per the contract

COMMITTEE REPORT:
CP Stoffer gave a report from the water committee meeting this evening.
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-A new meter was installed at a residence on Spring Run because it's been up and down frequently. Still
monitoring it
-A resident on High Street had a water leak but they were under the minimum usage still
-Resident on East Main also had a water leak but was also still under the minimum usage
-East Union Twp garage had a water line leak that gave them a usage of 3,800 gallons of water. Sewer
lines were not involved in the leak so we will adjust their bill to the minimum usage of 3,000 gallons.

NEW BUSINESS:

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
-We have not heard back from ODOT. Mayor Mackey has called them twice but no response. Solicitor

Musselman advised to let it ride out and see how it works out.

FINANCE:
-RITA payment on June 14th was $9,648.75. This was for Apple Creek. YTD $265,649.79 we are
tracking the same rate as what we did last year. These numbers are after the fee for RITA is subtracted.

-CM Harwood asked if they are tracking how much is current taxes vs the back taxes? Mayor Mackey
advised they were getting the letters ready to send out for back taxes June ISt. From previous meetings
with RITA, we are under the impression that we have 56 tax payers that didn't pay taxes.
